When you access the 5 Make a payment you must enter:

These details are entered each time you make a payment as student information is not held within
the payment system. There is also the option to enter the Student Registration Number and Imvoice

number if youw are aware of them.

This is a secure payment system hosted by Westpac to enswre that your credit/debit card details are
aptured in a secure manner, these details are not passed back to the school. You hawve the ability to
check and change any details of the payment before the payment is processed. Receipts can be
emailed and/or printed . Details of the payments are passed daily to the school where they will be
receipted against your child's acoount. As a receipt has been issued from the payment page a further
receipt will not be issued by the school.
